Seasons Center Receives $2,000 in Funding from Woodbury County DCAT Grant

Spencer, Iowa:  As part of the Community Partnerships for Protecting Children initiative, the Woodbury County DCAT project awarded Seasons Center with a $2,000 mini grant to provide access to needed resources and supports for children and families from Woodbury County accessing services with Seasons Center.  

The purpose of this project was two-fold: (1) To provide necessary social determinants of health (food, clothing, shelter) to children and families accessing behavioral health services; and (2) To provide temporary assistance while connecting children and families to long-term solutions for resources and supports that traditional funding sources do not typically pay for.  Funding provided by the Woodbury County DCAT grant has assisted with providing wraparound supports such as transportation assistance, grocery assistance, household necessities, utility assistance, and the purchase of work/school clothing/supplies to families in Woodbury County.

“We truly appreciate the support and funding provided by the Woodbury County DCAT project.  Through this project, we have been able to assist families with filling gaps and accessing needed assistance such as school/winter clothing for children, utilities, groceries and transportation,” said Sarah Heinrichs-Wurm, Seasons Center’s Grants Project Administrator.  “Following the challenges related to the COVID-19 pandemic (isolation, unemployment, underemployment, ongoing unknown political climates, etc.), Seasons has been challenged with meeting both the behavioral health and daily living needs of individuals and families impacted by the pandemic as well as increased anxiety, stress, and depression.  Being able to provide concrete and material supports allows basic needs of individuals and families to be met, thus increasing active participation and engagement in behavioral health care services.”
